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Instructions of the two Arabic Language for Non-Speakers

Courses (1 & 2) at Al-Ahliyya Amman University

Article 1. These instructions are called: Instructions of the Arabic Language for
Non-Speakers (1) Course (0161103) and Arabic Language for Non-
Speakers (2) Course (0162104). The instructions are valid from the

date of endorsement.

Article 2. The following requirements apply to the students who are allowed to

register for the two courses mentioned above in article (1):

1. The student’s mother tongue must not be Arabic.

2. The student must sit to an exam to determine her/his proficiency
level in (reading and writing) in Arabic Language.

3. Arabic Language instructors will be responsible for writing a

Proficiency Test for non-native speakers of Arabic.

Article 3. Students (eligible to register in the two courses) are classified into
groups based on their Proficiency Test results in the following

manner:

1. Those who achieve grades above %80 in the Proficiency Test can
register for Arabic for Non-Native Speakers 2 (0162104).
2. Those who achieve grades below %80 must register for the two

courses in two consecutive semesters in their first year.

Article 4. The grading system for the two courses mentioned above in article (1)

will be as follows:
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1. The grade for Arabic for Non-Native Speakers 1 (0161103) will be

Pass/Fail
2. The passing grade for Arabic for Non-Native Speakers 2 (0161104)

will be 50.

Article 5. A. Arabic for Non-Native Speakers 1 (0161103) will be equivalent to
the Remedial Arabic Course (0161100).
B. Arabic for Non-Native Speakers 2 (161104) will be equivalent to
Arabic Course 1 (0161101).

Article 6. The university President will make a decision on the cases that are not handled

by these instructions.
